Appearing in the September issue of
the two leading cycle magazines
(which hit the stands in August) will
be the announcement ad on the all
new Bridgestone 90 Sport.

With the introduction of this model
Bridgestone once again will have

stock machine in the "under 100cc
class.

This all new machine is a high per-
formance version of the already agile
Bridgestone 90. (Quite frankly, it
was designed to shoot down the
"Brand H" overhead cam 90cc model.
It does. In flames!)

What Bridgestone did was to take the
standard 90cc engine and add a new
aluminum alloy cylinder with a chrom-
ed bore. The cylinder porting has
been modified for extra high output
and we're using a new high perfor-
mance piston to match. In addition,
a larger competition-type carburetor
(the Mikuni VM17SC) and modified
rotary valve were installed. Result?
A full 8.8 H.P. and they didn't even
raise the compression ratio so the
dependability of the machine wan't
be affected. The machine also has
the new needle roller bearing on the
upper end of the connecting rod which
is now standard in‘all Bridgestone
90cc production.

The styling is also new and features
lines that suggest a sleek European
road racer. At the same time, the

SERVICE TIP-IGNITION TIMING

Rockford Chief Service Engineer,
Roger Hoffman, reports that con-
versations he has had with dealers
indicate that many of them are less
than clear on the procedure for ad-
justing ignition timing.

"Improperly adjusted timing is the
biggest single cause of problems
that are reported to me," says Roger.
"Incorrect timing is responsible for
sub-standard performance, overheat-
ing, hard starting, poor fuel con-
sumption and any number of things
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do it. The Bridgestone factory in
Japan confirms that this is a better
setting for the way the machines
are used in the U.S. It can make

as much as 5 mph difference in top
speed on the 90," says Roger.
